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Call for Submission of Project Proposals for IPA TUZVO

Project Council of the Internal Project Agency (IPA) TUZVO                                                in accordance with the Statute and the Rules of Procedure of the Internal Project Agency           No. 2633/2021 of 11 February 2021 (hereinafter „Statute IPA TUZVO“)
opens a special call for early stage grants
for submission of project proposals for the period 2024 – 2026, according to article 4, paragraph 2 and amendment 1 point 3 and concerning the call 09I03-03-V05 Early Stage Grants (ESG), launched by the Government Office of the Slovak Republic on 22 September 2023.
    The main objective of the call  is to support creative research and  artistic activities at the university. Project proposal shall be submitted by both internal doctoral students of TUZVO (students within the doctoral degree study programmes) who will not finish their study before the project completion and university lecturers and researchers University lecturers and researchers have not exceeded the period of 5 years since receiving their PhD-degree on the day the Postdoc ESG is being granted.

The project proposal can be submitted as a research project (the project content must be in accordance with key research domains of the faculties of TUZVO).

Project requirements:

1.   One person as the principal investigator can only submit one project proposal. If more proposals are being submitted, the Project Council will only accept the first proposal. 
2. The project proposal is to be submitted in accordance with the article 4 of the Statute of IPA TUZVO. 
3. The project proposal must be submitted in person to the Department of Technology Transfer (hereinafter DTT) no later than 13 February 2024, 2 PM.  
4. The maximum amount of financial support for one project shall not exceed EUR 4,000 (excl. VAT) for the internal doctoral students studying within the standard study length who will not finish their study before the project completion. 
5. The maximum amount of financial support for one project shall not exceed EUR 8,000 (excl. VAT) for university employees who have not exceeded the period of 5 years since receiving their PhD-degree on the day the Postdoc ESG is being granted. 
6. A successfully managed project must deliver at least 1 published scientific output in the Scopus or WoS database or a fundamental output of artistic activity, referring to both the IPA project and the funding within the established EU regulation of the Recovery and Resilience Facility (hereinafter RRF). 
7. The earliest possible date of the project beginning is April 2024. The maximum duration of the project is 2 years, and all project activities must be completed no later than May 2026.    
8. Within this Special Call for Early Stage Grants, applicants who participated in the Call for project proposals IPA TUZVO 2024 opened on 24 November 2023, can also submit their project proposals.
9. Successful project applicants will only be granted the financial support if these conditions are met: 
a) TUZVO will be granted the financial support for the given scheme from the RRF- EU regulation, following its proposal for funding mechanism within ESG Call 09I03-03-V05,
b) the project applicant is not R1 or R2 scholarship holder within the calls 09I03-03-V02 and 09I03-03-V04, 
c) no circumstances shall be identified, that prove double financing from RRF or other public sources in terms of expenses, or in terms of activities or project goals. 
10. The Special Call for Early Stage Grants will be published both in Slovak and in English.
11. Project closure reports will be published on the TUZVO website.
Results of the selection procedure for projects financed from IPA TUZVO in 2024 will be published on the TUZVO website and every applicant will also receive a written notification about the assessment results.
